Career Awareness Project Sponsorship

The Foundation’s Career Awareness Project is a year long after-school program devoted to providing Baltimore’s youth with an opportunity to be exposed to an array of educational opportunities. The project is an extension of our popular Career Awareness Day Program, which has been a success for the Foundation and its participants in previous years.  The CAP Program brings numerous professionals under one roof to speak to young people and provide information regarding career opportunities.  It includes a series of workshops, panel discussions, informational displays, and a graduation/certification ceremony at the end of the project.

Thirty-three 5th graders from Lansdowne Elementary Public School in Baltimore County already received the essential tools for success during the 2007-2008 school year. The momentum of the Project continues at Lansdowne Elementary School and the addition of Colgate Elementary in Dundalk, MD. Both schools are apart of the Baltimore County Public School System. The new group of students will begin their three month course starting September 17, 2008.  School administrators and teachers also participate in this program.  

Twelve lucky students are selected every three months, which means a total of 72 students will have career exposure over the school year period.  During the after-school program, each student is exposed to a different career every week. The students also participate in hands-on Saturday field trips. At the end of the program, The Foundation gives the students an overview of the many different possible careers and what educational resources are necessary to follow their career goals. The representatives will introduce their careers, discuss the skills necessary for success, suggest educational paths to follow to reach their goals, and answer any questions and concerns the students may have.  It is a wonderful opportunity for youth to be exposed to so much career information under one roof at one time. The Foundation believes that targeting this specific age range (ages 10-13), at a very vulnerable time in their youth by providing positive influences and professional images will get them the head start they may need to make positive choices in later years; both professionally and personally.
