The Career Awareness Day is just one way the Foundation is working towards their mission. Career Awareness Day brings numerous professionals under one roof to speak to young people and provide information regarding career opportunities. Career Awareness Day will offer workshops, panel discussions, informational displays, and a keynote luncheon address. Young people will be recruited for attendance from inner city schools, summer youth programs at area churches, disadvantaged domestic situations, YMCA and city parks and recreation programs. Young people involved at other Preston Mitchum, Jr. Foundation’s partner organizations such as Nehemiah House, Hannah More Shelter and On Our Shoulders, will also be invited to attend. The Foundation plans to provide round-trip transportation to Career Awareness Day for the participants from the partner organization locations. 

The success of Career Awareness Day 2007 has created a momentum that will continue into 2008. Our 4th Annual Career Awareness Day will be held at Loyola College on Saturday July 19, 2008 in Maguire Hall from Noon- 4pm. In 2007, this event reached over 80 young people from across the Baltimore metropolitan area and provided an inspirational day filled with information and opportunity. Twenty professionals from a variety of backgrounds provided real life accounts and encouragement for obtaining positions in their industries and fields. Professionals in the fields of education, media, healthcare, aerospace, Army Corps of Engineers, and law enforcement all played a part in making this a successful event.  In 2008, The Foundation plans to take additional steps to assist youth and families in achieving success by expanding our service to over 100 Maryland youth (ages 9-14) from area schools, shelters and neighborhoods.  The objective of the event is to motivate young people by providing detailed information on planning for and securing a productive and optimistic future.  

In the past year, The Preston Mitchum, Jr. Foundation has partnered with a variety of businesses and non-profits in the Baltimore metropolitan area including Wal-Mart, Magic 95.9, WRBS 95.1, Comcast Cable, The Baltimore Examiner, Eastern Savings Bank, Scripps Howard Foundation, United Way of Central Maryland and others.
